Manufacturers Additional Instructions for Use

Shake bottle well and pour solution into a flat pan. Saturate fabric in solution for 5 minutes. Allow fabric to dry. Iron fabric to smooth side of freezer paper ( cut to size to fit printer plus ¼” on length ). Print on treated fabric and leave to set for 30 minutes ( print immediately onto treated fabric for best results)

Take a bowl or flat pan of 1 gallon of cold water and mix in a small amount of mild detergent ( I find Lux or Dreft gives an excellent result). Wash Printed fabric by hand for at least two minutes and allow fabric to drip dry or lay flat on a clean towel – do not wring out fabric. You may blow dry with a Hair Dryer for faster results.

Limitations

1. This product works well with all Ink and Bubble Jet printers – results may vary with different brand names

2. Do not wash only in cold water ! – You must use a mild detergent when washing the printed fabric. Do not wash more than one printed sheet at a time as some fabrics may streak  or bleed into other fabrics. If you do not use a mild detergent your printed fabric will fade badly or bleed when washed subsequently.

3. It us suggested that you create a sample using your fabric before you make your final project. Remember this product was designed for  use on 100% cotton and 100% silk. It will not work successfully on synthetic fabrics

4. Do not wring the Bubble Jet Set solution out of the treated fabric – allow to drip dry or lay flat on a clean towel.

USES

Approximately 40 – 50 sheets of fabric can be obtained from 1 bottle. Amounts will vary depending on weight and density of fabric and class of printing used.

This solution can be reused after each use. Place solution back in bottle and replace cap after use.
